Introductions

Topics to Discuss:

Book Fair: This discussion was tabled because Candace Moore is in charge of the book fair and she was not in attendance at the meeting tonight. 
Bake Sale during conferences: Kelly offered to contact Allie to see if she still wants to do this. Then, Kelly will let Lisa Graalfs know if a Please Bring It needs to be completed.
Popcorn machine:  Is currently broken, we will see if it can be fixed and then decide if we want to purchase a new one.

Principal Report:  Kelly invited Janine Choudary to the meeting to discuss the new Extended Learning Program (ELP). This is formerly Talented And Gifted Program (TAG).  The plan has been re-written because there is already a lot of differentiation occurring in the classroom.  Janine shared a presentation that is available on the district website under Student Services/ELP Programming. The presentation includes: aspects of a gifted learner, a chart noting the service model change from past to present, etc.  The new model looks at students in a district-wide manner, rather than building to building, which is nice for consistency.  It used to be a “once in, always in” model, but now there is a review done at the end of 5th and 8th grade to determine if continued services are needed.
