Drama 1 is an introductory course into the basic concepts of theatre performance and technology. These concepts include voiceover work, improvisational acting, basic theatre professions and technology, monologues, and scene work. Two plays, The Miser and The Importance of Being Earnest, will be read and performed during class. 


Many of the handouts and note taking guides used in class can be found at the Urbandale School moodle website – mycyberschool.org. You will have to enroll in Ms. Longfellow’s class.

Classroom Policies

The following items are needed every day:

a) A folder with notebook paper is necessary to store handouts throughout the semester. 

b) A pen or pencil – it is not the instructor’s responsibility to provide these items to you.
1) An assignment notebook is highly recommended, but not required, in this class. 
2) All students are expected to be on time every day, without exception. 

3) Each student is encouraged to seek additional help before or after school. Students are encouraged to schedule appointments during these times. Appointments to makeup tests can be made during a student’s learning center period.
4) Individual coaching is also available after school for those students who would like individual help to improve their performances. Please ask for an appointment. 
5) Respect for others is a critical expectation in this class. Students will be expected to perform scenes and offer opinions during class discussions. Disrespect, including mocking, talking during a performance, or name calling, will not be tolerated.

6) Anyone found recording or photographing ANY performance of another person without their expressed permission will be immediately sent to the office. Potential consequences include a parent teacher conference, suspension, or an immediate drop from the class with an F. 

7) Locker passes disrupt class. Please bring all items with you to class. 

Grading 

1) Grading will be assessed in the following way:

60% - Performances/Tests – these include all prepared performed theatre work 

and unit tests
40% - Products – these include quizzes and daily work given throughout the 
semester

2) Students who are absent will be expected to make up the points by doing a makeup assignment. In order to receive credit, the student must put the date of the absence on the top of the assignment. Students can also make up participation points by attending set building sessions on Saturdays and during tech week.
3) Performances should be viewed exactly like a test. All students are expected to be ready to perform on the date the performance is due. 

Absences 

1) Students who are in school part of the day will be expected to turn in any assignments due that day. 

2) It is the student’s responsibility to get assignments when they are absent. Ms. Longfellow and the student will agree as to when the work is due.
