Informational Speech Assignment

	You have been invited to a high school classroom to give a presentation about a topic which you are an expert. The students would like to learn about something that would interest someone of their age group. This presentation should be between 3 to 5 minutes in length and include a PowerPoint presentation. The instructor will require an outline of the speech before it is given. The instructor will stop you if you go over 5 and ½ minutes. 
	Although you are choosing a topic that you are an expert on, the instructor is encouraging you to do research into the subject so that you can give a fully informed presentation that will add to your credibility. You should orally cite all information you take from your research. Your outline should include a variety of information sources and include a works cited section.
	The instructor is encouraging the students to take notes so that they can fully understand your presentation. Therefore, as a speaker, you should be sure to make it easy for the students to follow your speech by previewing your main points, using transitions, and being careful to structure your speech so that the students can fully understand your presentation.
	The delivery of your presentation should be extemporaneous.
